Ferro

Recommended action

We uphold our recommendations: LT fundamental
Hold and ST relative Neutral. We expect Ferro’s
3Q24 operating results to be flat yoy and believe
raw materials prices should continue to support the
Company’s profitability despite the ongoing pressure
on demand. An update of our financial forecasts and
valuation model does not affect our 12M EFV at
PLN 40.0 per share.

3Q24 financial results preview

In 2H24 the Group has observed the trends
prevailing in 1H24. The wholesalers do not increase
their stocks selling the excess instead. The policy
regarding heat sources is not clear which adversely
affects the market. However, the seafaring logistics
and falling freight prices exert favorable impact. On
this more challenging market Ferro takes their time
to invest and develop their products offer focusing on
the segment of batteries and accessories, installation
fittings and environment-friendly heat sources. The
Company also intends to diversify the production
locations and, therefore, plans a launch of a new
production line for batteries in Czechia.

In 2Q24 the Group’s sales in Poland/ Czechia/
Slovakia/ Romania/ Hungary/ other countries
changed by +3%/ -9%/ -8%/ -3%/ +10%/ +1% yoy;
in the discussed quarter we expect sales in Poland/
Czechia/ Slovakia/ Romania/ Hungary/ other
countries to reach PLN 90/ 31/ 11/ 41/ 10/ 22 million
(-1%/ -9%/ -9%/ -6%/ -1%/ 2% yoy).

2Q24 sales in the segments of batteries and
accessories and installation fittings fell 0.2% and
2% yoy, respectively, with the heating systems
delivering a 2% yoy growth and in 3Q24 we expect

yoy, respectively) and a 3% yoy growth in the heating
systems segment’s sales. In the heating systems
clients buy mostly boilers and system solutions with
the demand for heating pumps strongly subdued.
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Ultimately, we expect a 4% yoy decline of the
Group’s sales in 3Q23. We assume 3Q24 EBIT
margin to rise yoy to 14.9% vs 14.4% in the base
quarter. Raw materials prices in the discussed
period were still favorable. We believe Ferro tried
to limit costs such as expenses for promotion and
marketing.

We forecast 3Q24 financial costs to reach
PLN 13 million (yoy drop), including
PLN 0.5 million of positive FX differences. The
Company’s net profit should increase by 11% yoy to
PLN 24 million.

We assume 3Q24 net debt to exceed PLN 34 million
reported at the end of the previous quarter and to
materially fall behind PLN 133 million at the end of
the base quarter. It seems that the Company should
increase inventories by c. PLN 20-30 million to be
able to boost sales.

Financial forecast

After the incorporation of 3Q24 results expectations
our financial forecasts change with sales lowered
and margins raised. We still cannot see any material
demand rebound in the region.

Our valuation for Ferro falls under the impact of
(1) the risk free rate revision (at 5.8% currently vs
5.5% in the definite forecast period previously),
(i) valuation horizon forward shift in time, (iii) peer
valuation update, and finally (iv) modification of
financial forecasts. Our 12M EFV constituting
a 50%-50% mix of DCF FCFF method and peer-
relative valuation, stays at PLN 40.0 per share. The
DCF FCF/peer-relative valuation yields PLN 48/ 32
per share (previously PLN 50/30 per share).

Market environment

The situation on housing markets in the region
is rather feeble, though Poland’s market seems to
improve which is corroborated by a rising number of
construction permits issued and dwellings started.

According to Poland’s CSO,

® in 2022, (1) 200,000 dwellings were started, down
28% yoy, (i1) 239,000 dwellings were delivered,
up 2% yoy, and (iii) 297,000 building permits
were issued, down 13%;

® in 2023, (i) 189,000 dwellings were started, down
6% yoy, (i1) 220,000 dwellings were delivered,
down 8% yoy, and (iii) 241,000 building permits
were issued, down 19%;

® in 2024 (from January to September), (i) 181,000
dwellings were started, up 31% yoy, (i1) 145,000
dwellings were delivered, down 11% yoy, and
(1i1) 219,000 building permits were issued, up 26%.

According to the Czech Statistical Office,

® in 2022, (i) 42,000 dwellings were started, down
6% yoy, (i1) 39,000 dwellings were delivered, up
14% yoy, and (iii) 86,000 building permits were
issued, down 5%;

® in 2023, (i) 36,000 dwellings were started, down
15% yoy, (i1) 38,000 dwellings were delivered,
down 3% yoy, and (ii1) 77,000 building permits
were issued, down 10% yoy;

®m in 1H24, (1) 17,000 dwellings were started, down
5% vyoy, (ii) 17,000 dwellings were delivered,
down 2% yoy, and (iii) 37,000 building permits
were issued, down 5% yoy.

According to CEIC DATA, in Romania in 2022/
2023/ from January to August 2024, 105,000/
79,000/ 49,000 building permits were issued, down
7%/ 25%/ 9% yoy.

The implementation of the FIR2 strategy (without
acquisitions) should allow Ferro to generate
PLN 1,400 million of revenues and PLN 193 million
of EBITDA in 2026, with annual capex below
PLN 30 million while our FY26 forecast assumes
lower top line and EBITDA (at PLN 997 million and
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PLN 152 million, respectively). The Strategy FIR2
assumes a dividend payout in the amount not less
than 50% of the Company’s NI in the stable market
and financial situation including, among other
things, the consolidated ND/ EBITDA ratio staying
< 2.5x. Due to the market condition Ferro considers
the strategy update.

Acquisitions are the important component of the
Group’s strategy. The Company examines new
opportunities for the production development
